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TO THE TEACHER

Welcome to the new edition of Level 2 in the Longman Academic Writing
Series, a five-level series that prepares learners of English for academic
coursework. This book, formerly called First Steps in Academic Writing, is
intended for high-beginning students in a university, college, or secondary
program. It offers a carefully structured approach that focuses on writing as a
process. It teaches rhetoric and sentence structure in a straightforward manner,
using a step-by-step approach, high-interest models, and varied practice types.

Like the previous editions, this text integrates instruction in paragraph
organization, sentence structure, grammar, and mechanics with the writing
process, It carefully guides students through the steps of the writing process
to produce the well-organized, clearly developed paragraphs that are essential
to academic writing in English. Realistic models guide students, and clear
explanations supported by examples help them through typical rough spots.
These explanations are followed by extensive practice that helps students
assimilate writing skills and write with accuracy and confidence. These practice
activities include interactive tasks such as pair and group work to round out the
solitary work of individual writing. They progress from recognition exercises to
controlled production exercises to communicative Try It Out activities, which
serve to engage students in the process of their own learning.

Each of its six chapters focuses on a standard pattern of paragraph
organization and culminates in a final carefully staged writing assignment.
The first three chapters focus on personal topics which gradually give way
to the more academic topics and genres of the latter half of the book. Finally,
the appendices and a thorough index reinforce student learning and serve as
useful reference guides.

ORGANIZATION

A paragraph is a group of related sentences about a single topic. The topic of
a paragraph contains one, and only one, idea. A paragraph has three main parts
and they appear in this order:

 The topic sentence names the topic and tells what the
paragraph will say about it. This sentence is usually the
first sentence in a paragraph.

¢ The middle sentences in a paragraph are called the
supporting sentences or the body. Supporting sentences
give examples or other details about the topic. In some
cases, they might even tell a story to illustrate the topic
sentence.

e The last sentence in a paragraph is usually the concluding

sentence. The concluding sentence often restates the topic
sentence in different words or summarizes the main points.

A paragraph is like a sandwich: two pieces of bread (the topic and
concluding sentences) holding the key ingredients (the supporting sentences).

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FORMATTING THE PAGE

As you saw on page 4, a well-organized paragraph needs to have a topic
sentence, supporting sentences, and a concluding sentence. In addition, it needs
to use correct paragraph format. In this section, you will learn about correct
paragraph format, and then you will use it in a short writing activity.

In academic writing, instructors require students to use correct format for
paragraphs. Look at the guidelines and models for handwritten and computer-
written work. Your instructor may have other requirements, so be sure to
follow them.

Page Format for Handwritten Work

The Paper

Use 8%-inch-by-11-inch lined paper with three holes. The holes should be on
your left side as you write. Write on one side of the paper only.

The Ink
Use black or dark blue ink only. Do not use pencil.

The Heading

Write your full name in the upper left corner in the wide, unlined area at the
top of the page. Under it, write the course name and number. Below that, write
the date the assignment is due in the order month-day-year, with a comma after
the day.

The Title
Center the title of your paragraph on the first line.

The Paragraph

Skip one line, and start your paragraph on the third line. Remember to
indent the first word about % inch from the left margin. (Indent means to leave
some space at the beginning of the line.)

Margins

Leave a 1-inch margin on the left and right sides of the paper. Also leave
a 1-inch margin at the bottom of the page. Your teacher may use these empty
spaces to write comments to you.

Spacing

Indent the first word by
using the TAB key. (Indent means to leave some space at the beginning of the
line. You can set the tab for about 0.4 inches, which gives you an indent of about
5 spaces.) Type your paragraph without entering line breaks (returns) at the end
of each line. The computer will do this automatically. Only enter a line break
(return) at the end of the paragraph.

A sentence is a group of words that contains a subject and a verb and
expresses a complete thought. A sentence begins with a capital letter and ends
with a period or question mark. A sentence may also end with an exclamation
point, but in academic writing, most sentences end with a period.

Here are some common errors that students make when writing sentences:

e There is no subject. In some languages, you can leave out
a subject pronoun (he, she, it, we, you, and they) when the
meaning is clear without it. Sentences in English require a
subject. (Commands are an exception. See page 18.)

There are four basic sentence structures in English: (1) simple, (2) compound,
(3) complex, and (4) compound-complex. In this chapter, you will learn about
simple sentences.

SIMPLE SENTENCES

A simple sentence is a sentence that has one subject-verb pair.

The subject (S) in a simple sentence may be a single subject (consisting of a
word, noun phrase, or subject pronoun) or it may be compound. That is, it may
consist of two or more subjects (nouns, noun phrases, or pronouns) joined by
connecting words like and or or:

* Whenever possible, don’t repeat words.

» Change words when necessary.

» When you omit words, don’t leave out words that provide
important information.

uncomswen: He has short white hair. He has a long white beard.
comsmen: He has short white hair and a long white beard.

Good writing is more than just sitting down and “talking” on a piece of
paper. It involves thinking, planning, writing, and revising. You become a good
writer by always using these four steps:

1. Prewrite to get ideas.

2. Write the first draft.

3. Revise and edit the first draft.
4. Write a new draft.

STEP 1: Prewrite to get ideas.

In the prewriting step, you get ideas to write about. Taking notes is one way
to get ideas. You did this kind of prewriting for the paragraph you wrote about
a classmate. Another way to get ideas is freewriting,.

To freewrite, choose a topic and write it at the top of a piece of paper. Then
write whatever sentences and words come into your mind about the topic.
Write horizontally across the paper as you do when you write a letter.

Don't worry about grammar, spelling, or punctuation, and don’t worry
about putting your ideas into any kind of order. You don’t even have to write
complete sentences. Just write everything that comes into your mind about
your topic. If you can’t think of an English word, write it in your own language.
The goal is to keep writing without stopping for about ten minutes or until you
run out of ideas.

After you have run out of ideas, reread your freewriting. Choose one main
idea for your paragraph. Then cross out ideas that aren’t related to the one
main idea.

Look at the examples of freewriting on the next page.
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In this freewriting, the writer began by writing her topic at the top of the
page. She then wrote whatever words and phrases came into her mind. Note
that she will correct her mistakes in a later draft.

STEP 3: Revise and edit the draft.

[n the third step, you revise and edit your paragraph. When you revise,
you make changes to make your ideas clearer and better organized. When you
edit, you check and correct the language, grammar, punctuation, format, and
spelling. Sometimes you might want to ask a classmate (a “peer”) to read your
work and make suggestions about how to improve your writing. This is called
a “peer review.” This feedback is often useful for showing you which parts of
your paragraph you could improve. You will get a chance to see how this works

when you do the Writing Assignment on pages 31-32.

When the writer of the example revised and edited her first draft, she made
her corrections directly on the first draft. These are the types of corrections

she made:
» She crossed out unnecessary sentences.
¢ She added missing subjects and verbs.
» She changed the concluding sentence to make it more like
the topic sentence.

A messy, disorganized desk can hurt productivity. Can you think
of three improvements the person who works here might make
to create a better, more organized workspace?
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You learned in Chapter 1 that a paragraph is a group of sentences about one
topic. A paragraph should have three main parts: a topic sentence, supporting
sentences (the body), and a concluding sentence.

In this chapter, you will study each of these parts in more detail. You will
also work with and then write paragraphs that use an organization pattern
known as listing order. Then you will learn about compound sentences to help
you combine your ideas more effectively.

To help you get ideas for your paragraphs, you will first do some prewriting,.

PREWRITING

There are many different prewriting techniques that you can use to get ideas
to write about. In this chapter you will use clustering,.

CLUSTERING

Clustering is a prewriting technique that allows you to brainstorm and
develop your ideas with the help of a diagram called a cluster. Here is how to
do it.

Begin by writing your topic in the middle of your paper. Draw a circle
around it. Then think of ideas related to the topic. Write words or short phrases
in circles around the topic and connect them with lines to the main circle. Write
down every idea that comes into your mind. Don’t stop to worry if an idea is a
good one or not.

LISTING-ORDER PARAGRAPHS

Organization is one of the most important writing skills. A well-
organized paragraph is easy to read and understand because the ideas are in
a recognizable pattern. Listing order is one of the patterns that writers often
use in English. In a listing-order paragraph, you divide the topic into separate
points. In the paragraph, you discuss one point, then another point, then a third
point, and so on.

There are three keys to writing a listing-order paragraph:

 Begin with a topic sentence that names the topic and says it
has several points.

e Write about (or list) each point separately.

e End with a concluding sentence that reminds the reader
about the points just discussed.

In Chapter 1, you learned that a paragraph has three parts: a topic sentence,
supporting sentences, and a concluding sentence. Now you will study each part
of a paragraph in more detail.

THE TOPIC SENTENCE

The most important sentence in a paragraph is the topic sentence. It is
called the topic sentence because it tells readers what the main idea of the
paragraph is. In other words, it tells readers what they are going to read about.
The topic sentence is usually the first sentence in a paragraph. It is the top piece

L

of bread in our paragraph “sandwich.

A topic sentence has two parts: 1) a topic, which tells what the paragraph
will be about, and 2) a controlling idea, which tells what the paragraph will say
about the topic. It tells the reader: This paragraph will discuss these things—
and only these things—about this topic.

For example, the topic of the writing model on page 38 is good flight
attendants. What will the paragraph say about good flight attendants? The
controlling idea tells us: They have three important characteristics. The paragraph
will not talk about their uniforms, their training, or their duties. It will only
discuss three important characteristics that good flight attendants have.

Here are examples of topic sentences about English:
English is constantly adding new words.
English borrows words from other languages.
English is necessary for many different jobs.

Note that the topic in each of these examples is the same (English), but the
controlling ideas are different. That means that each paragraph will discuss
something very different about English.

10 show readers that they are moving from one supporting idea to another,
good writers use words or phrases known as transition signals. A transition
signal alerts the reader that the writer is moving on to the next supporting idea.
It also shows how the new supporting idea is related to the previous idea.

In a listing-order paragraph, you can use transition signals such as First,
Second, and Third to show the reader the order of the main points.

Here are some transition signals that show listing order:

Listing-Onroer TraNsITION SiguaLs

Most listing-order transition signals come at the beginning of the sentence,
followed by a comma.

—. When you write a “how-to” paragraph, you will often want to describe
the way or manner in which your readers need to do something. For instance,
when you instruct readers to clean something, it helps to add a descriptive
word that tells how to do this:

You don't want to break the glass, so clean the mirror gently.
Clean everything well because nobody wants to buy dusty items.

When you clean pots and pans, you may have to rub hard to remove
all the old, built-up grease.

Words like this are known as adverbs of manner because they describe the
way or manner that someone performs an action. They are useful because they
make it clear how you want your readers to perform the actions you describe.

Like other adverbs, most adverbs of manner are formed by adding -ly to an
adjective. Notice these examples from the model:

attractively clearly
carefully easily
cheaply thoroughly

Note that some adjectives are irregular and do not add -ly to form the
adverb. Here are two examples from the model:

well (adverb form of good)
hard (adverb form of hard)

ORGANIZATION

In this section, you will look at how to organize “how-to” paragraphs. You
will learn how to write effective topic and concluding sentences and how to use
time order and time-order transition signals.

TOPIC SENTENCES AND CONCLUDING SENTENCES

The topic sentence for a “how-to” paragraph names the topic. The
controlling idea part tells your readers that they will learn how to do or make
something related to the topic. For example, the first sentence of the writing
model names the topic: a successful yard sale. It also explains what the paragraph
will say about it: you need to prepare well by following a number of simple steps.
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Here are other examples of topic sentences for “how-to” paragraphs. Notice
it they use expressions such as by taking these steps, if you follow my advice, and
low these instructions. Expressions like this tell your reader that this is a

"how-to” paragraph.
Anyone can change a flat tire by taking these steps.

It's easy to soothe a crying baby if you follow my advice.

Follow these instructions to make delicious pizza.

The concluding sentence of a "how-to” paragraph mentions the topic again
to remind the reader what the paragraph was about.

In no time at all, your flat tire will be repaired, and you will be on your
way again.

If you follow these four steps, your baby will fall asleep quickly.

You now have a delicious pizza to enjoy.

Note that most transition signals usually appear at the beginning of a sentence,
followed by a comma. Then is an exception. Do not put a comma after then.

The phrases in the chart in the second column under Time Order are just
a few examples of a wide range of time expressions that you can use as time-
order signals. You can put time expressions like these at the beginning of a
sentence (usually followed by a comma) or at the end of a sentence.

To help you get ideas for your paragraphs, you will first do some prewriting.

PREWRITING

LISTING DESCRIPTIVE DETAILS

Descriptions are like “word pictures.” They give readers a mental picture
of how something looks, feels, tastes, and sounds. To write a good description,
you need to become a sharp observer and notice many small details. A good
way to start is to think about the place, object, or person you want to describe.
Then make a list of all the words and phrases that come into your mind. As you
do so, you can also think of ways to describe where things are by using phrases
beginning with prepositions such as on, in, under, and on top of.

There are two keys to writing a good description:
» Using space order to organize your ideas

« Using supporting sentences with specific detail to help
your reader visualize what you are describing,

In the next section, you'll learn about different kinds of space order.

SPACE ORDER

Imagine that you are standing in the doorway of your classroom. How
would you describe the room to someone who has never seen it? In what order
would you describe the things you see? Here are some possibilities:

o Clockwise: You might start your description at the
doorway and work your way around the room in a
clockwise direction until you reach the doorway again.

» Front to back: You might start your description at the front
of the room and go from front to back, first describing the
chalkboard or whiteboard, the teacher’s desk, and the area
around the teacher’s desk. Then you might describe the
students’ desks in the center of the room, and finally the
walls and /or windows at the back and sides of the room.

These two ways of organizing a description are common types of space
order. When your description moves through a space in a clear direction, it
helps your reader imagine what you are describing. Other possibilities include:

top tobottom  fartonear  righttoleft  outside to inside
bottomtotop  neartofar  left toright inside to outside

Writers often use space order to describe a place (for example, a room, a
building, or even a city), but they can also use it to describe an object (such as a
car or a cell phone) or even a person.

TOPIC SENTENCES AND CONCLUDING SENTENCES

Like the topic sentences of listing-order and how-to paragraphs, the topic
sentence of a descriptive paragraph also has a topic and a controlling idea. The
topic usually names the person, place, or thing to be described. The controlling
idea usually gives a general impression of the topic (beautiful, neat, messy,
interesting, unusual, crowded, busy, noisy, and so on). Here are some examples of
topic sentences for descriptive paragraphs:

When you use adjectives to describe a noun, you may put several adjectives
before the noun. Sometimes you must put them in a particular order, and
sometimes you can choose your own order depending on the kind of adjective.
Cumulative adjectives must be in a particular order while the order of
coordinate adjectives can vary.

Cumulative Adjectives

Cumulative adjectives always go before a noun. They must be in a particular
order.

How Should Schools Punish Cheaters? i

Nowadays the Internet has made it easier for students to cheat. Students can share homework
or test answers online, and they can even buy essays to use. In a recent survey of 4,800 high school
students, 53 percent admitted to cheating on tests, and 62 percent said they had turned in homework
that was not their own work.

Few students are caught cheating, but when it happens, the punishment is often severe. Some
schools remove the student from the class, while other schools suspend® or expel® the student. The
principal usually puts a note about cheating in the student's academic record, which may become
part of a student’s college application file someday.

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Last week, a Westridge High School junior copied a classmate's homework in his honors math III
class®. The teacher caught him, and he admitted to cheating. Conseguently, he had to withdraw
from the class for the rest of the year. The student knew this might happen because the previous
September he and his parents had signed an academic honesty statement for the honors class that -
clearly explained the teacher's cheating policy: The punishment for anyone caught cheating even H
one time was immediate removal from the class.

However, the student's father, who is a lawyer, wants to fight the punishment. He says that
the school rules call for removal from a class after a student is caught cheating twice, not once.

The father believes his son should remain in the honors class because the rules of the school and
the rules of the teacher are in conflict with each other. In addition, he says the punishment is too
severe for a practice that is so common among students. Removal from the honors class will make it
impossible for his son to get into a top university. Yesterday, the father started legal action against the
school.

The school officials are firm in their decision. "If we do not punish cheating, then we reward
students who cheat and we put honest students at a disadvantage,” says Ann Linsione, the principal.
“Students who study long hours and work hard should not have to compete against dishonest
students for top grades.” Most students agree. “We are all under a lot of pressure,” says one honors
student. “Actually, | feel bad for the guy because he's a smart student who made a bad choice. But,
in the end, there's no excuse for dishonesty.”
